“With this collaboration, we look forward to sharing our Industry 4.0 ecosystem and 
expertise in smart manufacturing with APO member economies, working with each to 
formulate and launch enabling frameworks according to local needs,” said iPlast 
Principal Anston Tan. 
 
The APO conducts demonstration projects in member countries to develop model 
organizations that showcase good practices of productivity improvement with the 
support of technical experts and national productivity organizations and the commitment 
of the recipients. Through capacity building, recording of improvement processes, and 
dissemination of the results, such demonstration projects share success stories that 
others can learn from so that they can undertake similar improvements.
