7. Background

Artificial intelligence (AI) is now being incorporated in a wide range of human activities and
fields of endeavor, from agriculture, banking, and transportation to many others. AI and
robotics are addressing the challenges of caring for aging populations, reducing traffic
accidents and deaths, and enabling disaster responses in dangerous situations like earthquakes
and meltdowns in nuclear power plants. On the business side, AI is used to access big data at
the right time and in the right format to generate beneficial insiglits for decision makers and
business planners.
